Monster  Instructions:
· Create a wacky, original monster/alien creature using colored pencils, crayons, markers, magazine cut-outs, stickers or clip art. Be SUPER creative! (You may draw or use the computer.)
· Use at least 15 body parts on the vocab list to label the body parts in Spanish, using PEN (or thin sharpie). (You may use more or look up new words to use.) Draw a NEAT line from the word to the body part and include the definite article: el, la, los, las.
· Give your monster a name (any name) and be sure to include it on the front.

· Make the poster colorful, interesting and neat. Messy work/messy handwriting/labeling  or misspellings  will result in points off.

· Create your monster on white printer paper. You may glue stick it to a piece of construction paper if you would like.
· After you finish your monster artwork, write a paragraph in Spanish describing it. Use “Mauricio el Monstruo” as a guide. Use “tiene” and write at least 10 sentences. Use the bottom of this paper to write your paragraph, then cut it out and glue it to the back of your monster.
· This counts as a major QUIZ grade. This is due lunes, el 13 de septiembre. Remember, there is no late work accepted!
