This project has two parts: 

I. A written (1-2 pages typed) report, including a list of sources. 
II. A 2-5 minute class presentation (with a PowerPoint or Display Board).
Required Information to be included in your written report:
1. What is the population (with year it was taken). 

2. What is the capital city?
3. Include a picture of the country’s flag 

4. Compare the size of the country with something we can relate to- a state in the US, what other countries in that part of the world?
5. Food- What do they eat?
6. What are popular forms of entertainment, sports teams, music or crafts, customs, etc.?
7. What is the number one export?
8. What is the dominant religion?
9. Climate/ Seasons/ Weather? 

10. What type of animals are common?
11. Vegetation you would see- Is it tropical or desert?

12. Provide the currency name and picture. 

13. What type of government does the country have?
14. 3 famous or well known people from there, dead or living and what they are famous for

15. What do people typically do for work there?
16. What is one place you’d want to visit if you went there/ a popular tourist destination? 

For the presentation, everyone must share the following information (separate from your written report):
· Map of your country with capital marked

· Pictures of three famous people from the country with their names labeled on their pictures and a note about their contributions

· Picture of the flag and of the currency 
· Three interesting facts that you find important to include on board/PP
· Answer the following question: If you were a US Ambassador to this country, what is something this Spanish country has that could benefit the US, and vice-versa.
